CHINA VISAS
The People’s Republic of China requires all foreign visitors to have a visa to enter the country.  As part of your tour package, the processing and handling of such visas is included.  

To process China Visas, World Projects requires the following:

1) Passports from all participating members – The passport must have at least six (6) months validity left before expiration and at least one blank page left in it. 

2) Two (2) 2”x2” passport photos – please note pictures must have a neutral background

3) Visa Application Form – included with this packet.  Each participating member must complete the Visa Application Form.  
To assist in filling at the Visa Application Form, please note the following:

a) Question #1.1: 
Name – must be as it appears on passport

b) Question #1.3:
Most people can leave this blank
c) Question #1.7:
Note this must be written YEAR-MONTH-DAY

d) Question #1.11:
Note this must be written YEAR-MONTH-DAY

e) Question #1.13:
Note this must be written YEAR-MONTH-DAY

f) Question #2.1: 
Check “Tourism”

g) Question #2.2: 
Check “Single entry valid for 3 months”

h) Question #2.3: 
Date of entry to China depends on your specific flight schedule which will be advised in early March
i) Question #2.4: 
Enter the number of days you will be IN China once your specific flight schedule is advised in early March
j) Question #2.5: 
Places to visit in China – Write “Beijing, Tianjin, Shanghai”
k) Question #2.6: 
Leave Blank – do not make any checkmarks
l) Question #3.4: 
If you check any of the diseases listed, you will need to provide doctor certifications that you are able to travel.  Please note, China may still deny the Visa.
m) Question #4.7 and 4.8: 
Leave Blank

n) Question #4.9 and 4.10: 
Leave Blank

o) Section #5: 
Leave Blank

p)  Section #7: 
ALL PARTICIPANTS MUST SIGN AND DATE THE FORM.  Any forms that are not signed will have to be sent back for signature.  Any delays that result in higher fees will be passed on to you.

World Projects must receive above materials no later than MAY 1, 2008. World Projects will return passport with approved visa to the group director once the visas have been processed and World Projects have ensured all the information is correct. This process should take no longer than 1 month.
Any participant who does not have materials to World Projects by MAY 1, 2008 will be required to process their own visa at their own expense through their local Chinese Consulate.
